Directions to the oyster boat and other information:

From the western shore of MD. (Baltimore) take route 50 over the Chesapeake Bay bridge onto Kent Island.  Go approximately 4 miles and take the last exit (exit 41) before the Kent Narrows bridge (sign says “Kent Narrows West”).  At the end of the exit ramp make a left at the stop sign onto route 18.  Go about 100 feet and make a right onto Wharf Drive.  Go about another 50 feet and make a left at the marina/rescue building.  Make a right and follow along side all the boats on the north side of the marina next to Rt. 50.  The Boat “L & L Liquors”  is about the third boat from the end (near the bridge)

What to bring on an oyster dive:

Two tanks.  Preferably steel (aluminum is more buoyant). Many days we get our limit with just one tank but its better to have it and not need it.

A large goodie bag for gathering the oysters on the bottom.

A cooler or something that will hold a bushel to take your catch home in.

EXTRA WEIGHT!  We are diving in very shallow water, (8-12 feet), and it can be very difficult to stay down with the weight you normally use in the ocean.  I recommend at least 5 extra pounds.

You can bring a lunch and drinks if you’d like but we’re usually back to the dock by 12:30ish 

Early in the season (October – beginning of November) you can use leather work gloves instead of neoprene dive gloves.  This will save wear and tear of your dive gloves.
